Paper can be made in a completely environmentally sound manner and can be absolutely gorgeous. Its rich texture; its delicate gauzy effect, and its versatility is engrossing. Paper has the ability to bring alive the horrendous problems of pollution simply by putting plastic bags into the pulp. In 2019 I became the first person ever to make paper from the Wollemi Pine tree.  Ask me how.
