For the past three years I have been making banana paper, following a bequest from a retiring Japanese papermaker. During this time I have formed a subjective, intuitive relationship with the materiality of this handmade paper which has a unique resonant quality. It is fragile yet quite strong, translucent and suggestive of human skin. 

At present I am undergoing research (Bachelor Visual Arts Honours) into how the sounds of the papermaking process can be “embedded” into the substrate of the banana paper itself. I have been experimenting with cymatics, sound recordings and pulp printing as well as referencing the banana plant with monoprinting and screenprinting techniques.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Paper is made specifically from plant fibres of banana plants (Musa acuminata) which are grown widely in the sub-tropical Northern Rivers region of NSW, Australia.  Sounds are recorded during the papermaking process, translated into visual patterns and recontextualised into sonic narratives. The objective is to create paper which contains resonance, the “ability to evoke or suggest images, memories, and emotions.”
